o Participants must be young women living with HIV and aged between 18 — 30 years. ICWEA will
respect the wish of participants who would like to be anonymous if they indicate so in their

The compelling essays will be published in a book
that will be launched and shared at AIDS 2016

o The ideas will further be developed into a programme by and for young women. The writers will
be part of the implementers

Background:

Over the years women have remained at a much higher risk of HIV infection than men. Today, young
women and adolescent girls in particular, bare the most burden. Young women account for most new
HIV infections and there are an estimated 380,000 new HIV infections among young women and girls
aged 18-24 every year. But even then, young women are not being brought to the forefront in the HIV
response. Let’s work together to turn this around and bring young women living with HIV from the back
door to the front seat.
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
